CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological evaluation with history of possible cognitive decline.

COMORBID PROBLEMS:

1. Bipolar disorder.

2. Dyssomnia.

3. Insomnia with nightmares.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS:

1. Benztropine one b.i.d. for dyskinesia Dr. Harpreet Kaur.

2. Lamotrigine 200 mg h.s. mood stabilization Dr. Kaur.

3. Trazodone 50 mg h.s. insomnia Dr. Kaur.

4. Omeprazole 15 mg a.m. bipolar disorder Dr. Kaur.

5. Melatonin 10 mg h.s. insomnia.

ADDITIONAL COMORBID DISORDERS:

PTSD and dyslexia.

Dear Shirley Huffman & Professional Colleagues:

Kelly Baptista was seen initially at the request of her wife for clinical symptoms of cognitive impairment.

She returned today, but does not have the results of the Quality-of-Life Questionnaires, which has been provided to her to complete.

Initial diagnostic laboratory studies including dementia evaluation was abnormal showing an elevated TSH suggesting mild underlying hypothyroidism.
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The majority of those studies have yet to be returned.

She completed initial MR imaging of the brain on January 4, 2023, for her history of cognitive decline.

The study was abnormal showing some prominent low signal intensity focus in the extra axial space along to the anterior aspect of the cerebral falx without mass affect consistent with a possible meningioma but no mass affect. Isolated scattered ischemic punctate subcortical and corona radiata white matter foci were also identified of nonspecific etiology. The neuro-quantitative assessment of the brain for evaluation of cognitive impairment remains pending.

Today in seeing her for reevaluation understanding that hypothyroidism of course could be associated with cognitive impairment. I am doing additional thyroid studies for her followup and I will see her for followup and reevaluation in consideration for treatment.

She will complete the Quality-of-Life evaluations for cognitive impairment. I will see her in return for additional recommendations in consideration for further evaluation and treatment.
