Mr. Porter is a 20-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type I diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type I diabetes at the age of 10 or 11. He also has a history of cerebral palsy and uses a wheelchair at this time. He also has a history of asthma. For his diabetes, he is on NovoLog based on a sliding scale and Lantus 48 units in the evening. His last hemoglobin A1c was 7.9%. The patient checks his blood sugar six times per day.

Plan:
1. For his type I diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 7.9%. My recommendation is to start NovoLog 10 units with each meal plus 2 units for every 50 mg/dL glucose greater than 150 mg and continue the Lantus 48 units each evening.

2. I will also apply for the tandem pump for this patient.

3. We will also prescribe the FreeStyle Libre III. The patient checks his blood sugar six times per day. He makes frequent dose adjustments to his insulin therapy based on blood glucose monitoring.

4. We reviewed the signs and symptoms of hypoglycemia and how to treat.
