CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of low back pain, followup for diabetes mellitus and coronary artery disease.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that low back pain is on and off mostly it is stiffness and there is no radiation of pain and the pain maximum is 4 or 5 and it is relieved after resting.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
