Physical Examination:

General: She is right-handed.
Vital Signs:

The patient weighed in at 140 pounds.

Pulse 82 per minute.

Pulse ox 96%.

Head: Normocephalic.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy or thyromegaly. JVP not distended.
Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2 heard with regular sinus rhythm. No gallops or murmurs.
Extremities: No edema.
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Review of the chart, I see a lab order for March 2022, but I do not see any results.

Plan: I did tell them to get the fasting labs on 01/20/2023 or later. She wants to go to the Caldwell CHI Lab. I did tell them that it will be fine. We will give the lab order for free T4 and TSH. We have actually filled out also for CBC, CMP and lipids and we will send a copy to Dr. Fleener and Dr. Wigley. She will continue current medications. They brought in their medication bottles and losartan, rosuvastatin, ezetimibe and levothyroxine all have refills on the bottle. We will call the patient back with lab results when available.
