The patient presents with complaints of sore throat for the past several days and mild frontal headache. Denies other symptoms.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits except temperature of 99.0. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pharynx inflamed with exudates. Neck: 1+ adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had strep test performed as well as flu test, all were negative.

IMPRESSION: Tonsillitis with exudates without strep.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Zithromax with strep precautions in spite of negative strep testing. Follow up as needed.
