CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of congestion and cough for the past few days with irritability. The patient has a history of autism, presently in process of neurological workup under neurologist referred to by PCP.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient appears to be in no distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Whitish postnasal drip identified in oropharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Autistic child, appears somewhat calmer, but difficult to examine because of combative behavior.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Viral upper respiratory infection and autism with negative flu testing.
PLAN: Follow up with neurologist. The patient’s mother was advised to continue ear drops given before because of impacted cerumen in right external ear with questionable otitis media, but has been unable to give it because of combative behavior. The patient is to follow up with pediatrician as well.
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
