PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: 1+ adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Noted grade 2-3 holosystolic murmur present. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu and strep testing performed all of which were negative.
IMPRESSION: Viral upper respiratory infection, mongolism, with heart murmur secondary to mongolism, with cardiac care for one year with *__________* followup with Texas Children’s Hospital. The patient is given Zithromax with followup as needed. *__________*
