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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological evaluation with history of right facial neuralgia.

COMORBID PROBLEMS:

Moderate to severe degenerative disease, cervical and lumbar spine.

Clinical history of renal insufficiency treated by Dr. Sarbu.

Dear Dr. Turek & Professional Colleagues:

Thank you for referring Sherie Jacobs for neurological evaluation.

Sherie reports a history of severe cervical and lumbar pain with recent invasive pain management procedures completed by Dr. Furst at Enloe Rehabilitation Center.

Following this she complains of increased neck pain that may be positional and is at times functionally incapacitating requiring her to rest for periods of 10 minutes or so during the day to relieve her symptoms before she can do additional activity.

Following this, she also developed some symptoms of facial neuralgia with describing a tingling or web like sensation on the right face without actual pain.

This is a variable and typically will resolve after the onset of a heat like sensation before tingling sensation after approximately 10 minutes.

She denied any other similar symptoms.

Her neurological examination today is within broad limits of neurological normal.
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She has restriction in cervical movement.

She ambulates with a walker because of ataxia due to lumbar degeneration.

In consideration for this history and presentation I am performing the following:

1. We will obtain MR imaging of the cervical spine since this has not been performed recently and her pain has exacerbated.

2. We will obtain MR imaging of the brain as well since there are other medical and neurological disorders presenting as facial neuralgia.

A trial of carbamazepine beginning at 100 mg twice a day increasing to 200 mg twice a day will be provided for initial therapy.

We will request recent laboratory studies that were done by Dr. Turek at the office.

I will see her for reevaluation with the results of her testing and her clinical trial.

I will send a followup report when she returns.
