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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  In 2010, in Modesto, California, the patient was in a restaurant.  The patient tells me that he was handcuffed.  The bodyguard kicked him into the head and also in the left eye.  The patient tells me that he was repeatedly kicked in the head and the eye and specifically in the left orbit.  The patient tells me that he had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he was out of consciousness for about 40 minutes.  The patient had nose injury.  The patient also had left orbit injury according to him.  The patient was evaluated at Doctor’s Hospital in Modesto, California.
Since the incidents, the patient had significant cognitive memory problems.  His memory is poor.  He has headaches all the time.  He had it constantly.  Every time he has a headache, his blood pressure goes up.  He also has eye pain.  He also has nose pain.  The patient also has left eye blurred vision.
The patient is currently disabled.  The patient is not able to work.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury in 2010 in Modesto, California.  The patient was kicked in the head and also in the left eye orbit.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient woke up 40 minutes later.  The patient had contusion, disorientation, had severe head pain and eye pain and nose pain.  Since then, he has significant cognitive deficit.  His memory is poor.  The patient also had headaches constantly.
It is my opinion that the loss of consciousness, memory loss, headache, all common of signs and symptoms of traumatic brain injury.
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
