Thank you for your continued support.

This patient has been known to me from before. The patient is here today with lab work showing elevated protein for last two to three years also serum protein electrophoresis suggesting paraproteinemia such as monoclonal gammopathy or multiple myeloma and that is the reason for consultation.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient has history of cerebral palsy. She also has had history of seizure disorder. She has intellectual disability. I have been seeing her for cytopenia mainly anemia and neutropenia however elevated protein was seen on previous lab although I did not address it sorry about that nonetheless the patient is here now.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is in a wheelchair.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.
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Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Feeding G-tube.

Extremities: Muscle wasting.

LAB DATA: Her lab that is sent today shows WBC of 3.2, hemoglobin is normal at 14, and platelet normal at 294. Her CMP showed creatinine at 0.46, which is normal however total protein is 9.4 with albumin 3.9. Her iron saturation is 9% and her serum protein electrophoresis does show total protein 9.5 with globulin 5.7 this report does not differentiate any subtypes or M-spike.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Elevated globulin rule out paraproteinemia rule out multiple myeloma.

2. Mild neutropenia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: With next lab please draw serum and immunoprotein electrophoresis as well as beta-2 microglobulin, IgG, and IgM level.
