This is a progress report on Larry Shaw.

This 82-year-old male has been known to me for last several years. He has had chronic anemia. He also had rheumatoid arthritis. The patient was seen periodically for Procrit shots in last year or so, however progressively he became forgetful. He also lost significant weight. According to his urologist and primary care, there were told he is having fast progressive dementia. The patient was last seen in November. He has not seen since because his condition has deteriorated. Even last visit, he was not able to recognize office staff. The patient also could not remember much about previous visit.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Chronic anemia.

2. Rapidly progressing dementia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient now is under hospice care. He is significantly deteriorated as far as his cognitive and intellectual functions. The patient does not remember. He also at times does not recognize so in my opinion he may not be in mental condition to make any financial or similarly important decision.
