PAIZ, RUDY
This is a 77-year-old gentleman admitted to hospice with rectal adenocarcinoma stage IVC. The patient was diagnosed in 2020, and has been dealing with metastatic rectal adenocarcinoma for the past two years on numerous chemotherapy regimen and status post radiation.
The patient initially showed some improvement in 2020, with MRI showing the smaller mass, but subsequently this has not been the case. The patient has had metastasis to distant organ, has become anemic with an H&H of 8 and 27, very weak, in severe pain requiring morphine, another pain medication around-the-clock with coagulopathy with increased PT and INR and PTT related to his disease. He has been on FOLFOX times four months along with Xeloda XRT ×5 weeks with no response. Because of the memory loss, the patient had a CT of the head with evidence of distant metastatic disease. Given the fact that the patient is no longer on chemoradiation therapy and worsening disease along with his pain, weakness, total ADL dependency and now becoming bowel and bladder incontinent, the patient has been placed on hospice for further care. End-of-life is very near, he most likely has less than six months to live with generalized weakness, severe muscle wasting disease related to his cancer, protein-calorie malnutrition and weight loss of 25 pounds as was mentioned.
