CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen for followup with complaints of soreness in the back of his tongue for the past three hours. Denies any irritating contact, fluids, trauma or other known injury to tongue, also states he has been slightly hoarse as well for the past three hours. The patient has a history of coronary artery bypass with stents and three vessels done several years ago.
MEDICATIONS: Presently, on medications for his blood pressure, cholesterol, prostate and Plavix; see chart.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Unable to visualize posterior tongue or any abnormality evident. Neck: Supple without masses or adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.
IMPRESSION: Stomatitis, pharyngitis, and history of coronary artery disease.

PLAN: History is compatible with possible mild sinusitis without history of regurgitation. I would like to give the patient injections of Rocephin and dexamethasone and a prescription for Medrol and Zithromax Dosepak. Advised to see ENT if no resolution. Continue to follow up with cardiologist with regular medications.
