CHIEF COMPLAINT: Chest pain.

HPI: The patient is a 50-year-old male who is known to have history of congestive heart failure, hypertension, and asthma. He had first been evaluated in the office in May of 2022. He had been admitted to Highland General Hospital on May 10, 2022 at which time he had dizziness, weakness, and shortness of breath. He was then found to have congestive heart failure and left ventricular dysfunction. He had then noted ongoing easy fatigability and dyspnea. He had been maintained on beta-blockers, lisinopril, and furosemide. The patient is now seen in followup as he has had an episode of chest pain. Chest pain occurred at approximately 2 a.m. on 01/17/23. Pain was noted to be dull lasted approximately one hour it was substernal nonradiating. There was no associated shortness of breath.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:

1. Congestive heart failure.
2. Asthma.

3. Hypertension.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He apparently has normal coronaries.

MEDICATIONS:
1. Furosemide 40 mg one daily.

2. Lisinopril 2.5 mg daily. He previously took metoprolol succinate, but apparently he is not taking at this time.

3. Ventolin HFA 90 mcg.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother and sister with hypertension.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He notes cigarette and alcohol use, but denies any drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He has had no fever or chills.

Gastrointestinal: He has heartburn.

Reminder of the review of the system is unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert and oriented in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 125/80, pulse 88, respiratory rate 16, and weight 149 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 73 bpm and nonspecific ST elevation, ECG otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION: This is a 50-year-old male with chest pain. Previous workup apparently had been unremarkable. He does have history of congestive heart failure and LV dysfunction. He will require repeat echocardiogram. He further requires exercise treadmill test.
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
