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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2013.  The patient was loading a cargo in an aircraft.  The patient hit the head against the vehicle inside the aircraft.  The patient tells me that he hit his forehead against metal parts of the vehicle.  The patient tells me that he did not lose consciousness.  However, he had a severe headache.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient was seeing stars.  The patient did not feel well while for the rest of the day.  He gets memory problems.  Since the incidents, his memory becomes very poor.
Since the incident, his memory becomes very poor.  He is not able to retain information.  Unable to learn well on topics.  The patient has chronic migraine headaches.  He has headaches almost on an everyday basis.  He has brain fog.  He has irritability.  The patient is not able to complete sentences at times.
Now the patient is currently working for private company for transportation.  The patient tells me that his headaches and forgetfulness is preventing him from getting higher-paying job.  The patient tells me that he stuck doing data entry at this job.  The patient feels that he is not able to advance because of the head injury.  He is not able to retain information.  His memory has become very poor.  His headaches are also affecting him to concentrate at his work.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 2013, the patient was working inside of an aircraft.  The patient hit his forehead against the metal parts of vehicle inside the aircraft.  The patient had immediate severe headaches.  The patient is disorientated and confusion after the impact.  The patient has severe headaches.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  However, the patient had severe headaches the rest of the day and then he was confused the rest of the day.  It is my opinion that the impact of the head, headache, confusion disorientation, or common signs and symptoms of traumatic brain injury.
