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The patient tells me that she was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in July 2021, the patient was at the Water Park.  The patient was sliding down at waterslide.  However, her ex-husband, came down, and put the knee against her head.  The patient tells me that her ex-husband’s knee directly hit the back of the head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  She thinks she was out of consciousness for about 5 to 10 minutes.  The patient eventually woke up at the end of the slide.  The patient woke up with confusion disorientation.  The patient has severe headache.  The patient felt nauseous.  The patient has not been feeling right since then.  The patient has difficulty with thinking.  Since then her memory has become very poor.  The patient currently has significant memory deficit.  The patient is not able to think clearly.  When she is driving, she will get lost.  The patient parked the place in the wrong places and will park the car in the wrong places.  The patient has difficulty following direction.  She would have headaches every day.  The patient also has migraines.  The patient has brain fog.  The patient tells me that she cannot think clear.  The patient has disorientation and confusion.
The patient is currently still on active duty in the Air Force.  The patient works at command control operation.  The patient tells me that she is not able to work in the command control operation, because she is not able to connect the dots.  The patient is not able to concentrate.  The patient is not able to focus.  Her memory is poor.  The patient is not able to work at a high level.  The patient also has chronic headaches.  It is also affecting her significantly.
