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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  He tells me that in December 27, 2021, he woke up one morning with a seizure.  He tells me that the whole body was twitching.  The patient tells me in January 2022, he had another seizure with generalized convulsion.
The patient tells me that his seizures are likely due to traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2017, at Fort Campbell in Kentucky.  The patient was at physical exercises.  The patient skipped the top of the stairs.  The patient hit the head on to the stairs.  The patient fell down the stairs.  The patient tells me that he had immediate loss of consciousness for about 30 seconds.  The patient tells me he had a laceration in occipital area.  The patient tells me that he was brought to the hospital.  He has a brain MRI.  The patient was diagnosed with traumatic brain injury.  The patient was confused and disoriented for the rest of the day.  The patient has severe headaches.
Since the incident, the patient tells me that he has significant memory deficits.  He also had seizures.  The patient has difficulty concentration.  The patient has difficulty to remember what he said.  The patient has difficulty to follow the instructions.  The patient has difficulty following conversations.

The patient tells me that he is not able to work currently.  The patient had slipped disc in the back.  The patient tells me that he is unable to work.
MoCA examination score is 29/30.  The patient missed one on delay recall.
