Diff colitis here.  Now she is getting better and she is starting to eat, but still has PEG tube.

PE:
The patient is conscious, alert, awake, oriented x3 and hemodynamically stable.

HEENT:  Head is atraumatic and normocephalic.  Pupils are equal and reactive to light.

LUNGS:  Bilateral fair air entry.  No added sounds.

C. Diff colitis, hypertension, atrial fibrillation, and PEG tube placement.
P:
The patient had acute life threatening event for which she was transferred here for rehabilitation from the hospital.  Significant amount of time was spent reviewing the hospital records including labs, imaging, reviewing plan of care with nursing staff and rehab team.  The patient is put back on vancomycin.  She is going to see gastroenterologist later on.  She is eating well and her PEG tube will need to come out later on.  Physical therapy is seeing her.
