ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute streptococcal sore throat. The patient will be given amoxicillin 200/5 mL, 5 mL p.o. b.i.d. x10 days #100 mL. This patient is to get plenty of fluids and plenty of rest. Mother will assist in monitoring symptoms and they will return to clinic if not improving.
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
