Rosemarie LaPlante was seen for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Goiter.

2. Hypothyroidism.

3. Hashimoto's thyroiditis.

Current Medications: Synthroid 0.125 mg daily.

In this visit, there are no major complaints.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, weight 226 pounds, BMI is 38.2. The thyroid gland was enlarged 1.5 to twice normal size and was firm in consistency with no neck lymphadenopathy. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent Labs: TSH 0.71 and hemoglobin A1c 5.7, normal

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis with multinodular goiter and obesity.

No changes with the current program were made.

Followup visit in one-year time was advised.
