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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in April 1976.  The patient was in camp Legune and camp Geyer in North Carolina.  The patient tells me that he was in the Marine Corps.  However, he was beaten up by 5 to 8 Marine Corp people.  The patient tells me that he was beaten up by 5 to 8 Marines.  He tells me that they beat him up because he was a Jewish.  He tells me that they do not like Jewish and that is why they beat him up. The patient tells me that he was beaten to the head.  The patient was kicked in the head.  The patient fell to the ground.  The patient got kicked multiple times.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  He has loss consciousness for at least 10 to 15 minutes.  The patient woke up on a truck and route to the hospital.  The patient had fractured orbit.  The patient also has nose broken according to him. The patient was bleeding.  The patient has severe headaches.  The patient was confused and disoriented when he woke up.  The patient is still having significant headaches.
The patient currently has severe headaches.  The patient has memory deficits.  He has got cognitive deficits.  His balance is off.  The patient has loss of balance. The patient has severe ringing in both the ears.  The patient has intermittent nausea.  The patient has significant forgetfulness.  The patient needs to repeat things a lot.
The patient is currently not working.  However before this, the patient was a cook for the military.  The patient tells me that he is not able to perform as a cook anymore.  The patient has significant headaches every day.  He has significant memory deficits.  He is not able to cook anymore because of his memory deficits.  The patient also has significant personality change.  The personality change is also affecting to him to work as a cook.  The patient is currently very not happy.
MoCA examination score is 21/30.  The patient missed 1 on serial 7s.  The patient missed 1 on the language/letter F.  The patient missed 4 on delay recall.  The patient missed 3 on orientation.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 1976, the patient was assaulted by 5 to 8 Marines.  It was in North Carolina.  The patient was beaten to the head.  The patient fell to the ground had complete loss of consciousness.  He was out of consciousness for about 15 minutes.  When he woke up, the patient was on a truck and route to the hospital.  The patient has sustained fracture in the orbit.  The patient also has fracture in the nose.  The patient had stitch in the scar on the mid forehead.  The patient has severe headaches.  The patient has severe headaches after the injury.  The patient has disorientation and confusion after the assault.  The patient since then has significant headaches, memory deficits and balance loss, ringing in the ear, nausea, and forgetfulness.  The patient also has personality changes according to the patient.
It is my opinion that he has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The injury to the head from the assault, loss of consciousness, waking up with confusion, disorientation and severe headaches, these all signs and symptoms are suggesting traumatic brain injury.  The patient also has chronic headaches, cognitive deficits, balance issues, ringing the ears, these are all signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.  MoCA examination, his MoCA examinations score is 21/30, which is the deficiency.
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
