HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 12-year-old young man here today with left eye irritation. Apparently, he has been rubbing his eyes all day yesterday. He went to school today. They sent him home, told to be checked out by a physician. No other issues brought forth today. No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. No flu symptoms. No fevers. He is otherwise well.

ALLERGIES: NYQUIL.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Zyrtec.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.

He is brought here today by his mother and father. They are both in the room with me.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress. It is very apparent at first glass that his left eye does show some symptoms of acute conjunctivitis. He does some exudate at the inner canthus on the left eye as well.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 124/77. Pulse 89. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.1. Oxygenation 99%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and react to light. Left Eye: Conjunctivitis present. Erythema present. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Remainder of exam unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute conjunctivitis, probably bacterial related. He does have discharge at the inner canthus.

The patient will be given tobramycin ophthalmic one drop q.4h. for a period of two days. Good hand washing has been recommended. Stop rubbing the eye. Mother as well as the patient will monitor symptoms. If he is not improving, they will call us. He will be given tobramycin ophthalmic.
