HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 1-year-old little girl. Mother brings her in due to having some right eye redness and irritation. The patient has been itching her eye as well. Obviously, on the account of the age of 1 year, she does not talk yet, but mother has also been watching her for fevers, she has been afebrile up until this point. No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. The basic complaint is the red eye on the right and she continues to itch that eye.

No other issues verbalized.

ALLERGIES: None.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Eczema.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented. She allows me to examine her. She does get a bit distressed when I attempt to look in her ears as well as the oropharyngeal area, but mother quickly and easily is able to console her. Once again, the patient is not in any distress. Breathing normally.

HEENT: Eyes: The right side conjunctiva is erythematous. Mild exudate at the inner canthus. Oropharyngeal area: Clear. Ears: Bilaterally within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses or lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Remainder of this exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute bacterial conjunctivitis. The patient will be given tobramycin ophthalmic one drop to that right eye every four hours for a few days or until clear.

I have also asked mother to put one drop in twice a day to the left eye.

Good hand washing and hand hygiene has been encouraged and as best possible, keep the patient from rubbing that right eye.
I have explained all this to the mother. She verbalizes understanding. She will call if there is not any significant improvement.
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
