HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 42-year-old male patient here with complaints of right-sided facial edema and tenderness. He has warmth and erythema to the same area. He has been fighting this for two days. He believes he may have a tooth abscess as well or some infection to his gum area. Once again, this has been ongoing for two days.
He denies any problem with any tooth cracked or infection with a tooth. He is here for evaluation today.
Blood pressure elevated today. He did not take his blood pressure medications. Blood pressure was 180/elevated diastolic as well at 110. The patient does not have any symptoms of headache or any type of symptom related to elevated blood pressure.

The patient tells me his primary care physician has been watchful with him encouraging him to watch his blood pressure in a very stringent fashion. The patient has been not taking his medication for hypertension on a regular basis. The last blood pressure pill he took was yesterday.

ALLERGIES: None.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Losartan and hydrochlorothiazide.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left hip, right knee and back.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does occasionally smoke cigarettes. Negative for drugs or alcohol.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well-nourished, well-developed and well-groomed, is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 86. Respirations 16. Temperature 98. Oxygenation 97%. Current weight 357 pounds.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: There is some erythema to the right tympanic membrane. Also, on the right facial cheek lower jaw line, erythema and tenderness noted. Oropharyngeal area: He does have what appears to be somewhat of an abscess to the right lower gumline. Oropharyngeal area clear.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
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HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Obese. Soft and nontender.
Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Facial cellulitis right side. Cannot rule out tooth abscess along the right lower jawline.
2. The patient will be given Rocephin as an injection to be followed by Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d. x 10 days.
3. Hypertension not at target. The patient denies any symptom of acute headache or symptom related to elevated blood pressure; nevertheless, at this level, I have warned him, I want him to go immediately to the emergency room to be stabilized. Once again, he is verbalizing no symptom. He tells me he has blood pressure medications in his car and he will take that; irregardless of that, I have told him I want him to go immediately to the emergency room. He verbalizes understanding and states when he leaves the facility he will go there immediately.
