BROWN, CORY

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Brown is a 34-year-old gentleman with recent history of flu B, developed bilateral pneumonia, seen on 01/16/2023, placed on cefdinir, Medrol Dosepak and was given Rocephin and Decadron injection. The patient is doing better. He is breathing better. His cough is better. He is still having a hard time sleeping. His chest x-ray shows improvement today and then, right in the middle of the visit, he tells me that “oh! By the way, I did see a lung doctor two days go and she placed me on a higher dose of prednisone 10 mg taper with cefpodoxime antibiotic twice a day instead of cefdinir.” So, he has seen a lung doctor. He has been evaluated by her, a pulmonologist, who wants to see him in four weeks. He is here today for followup and also to get a release to work. I told him he is really not ready to go back to work. Part of the reason he is not sleeping is because of the higher dose of prednisone. He is not having any nausea or vomiting. He is tolerating his medication, not having any diarrhea or any other symptoms.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He does have a history of fatty liver, recent flu, difficulty sleeping, and weakness.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above. Needs something for cough.
IMMUNIZATION: He has not had COVID immunization.
FAMILY HISTORY: Stroke and coronary artery disease.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 270 pounds; same as he did five days ago. O2 sat 95%, slightly better. Temperature 98.4. Respirations 16. Pulse 94. Blood pressure 129/80.
HEENT: TM slightly red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
LUNGS: Decreased rhonchi. Decreased rales.
ABDOMEN: Soft.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Pneumonia improving. Chest x-ray improving. Seeing pulmonologist. New antibiotics reviewed; see above. New prednisone dose reviewed; see above. He needs cough medicine; for this reason, Phenergan DM was called to Splendora Pharmacy here in town.
2. Come back in five days.
3. I want to review his chest x-ray with him and his mother also. He will call with any changes noted in his condition. He will see me in five days for possible release to work and pulmonologist is supposed to see him in four weeks.
