HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 10-month-old little girl, mother brings her in. She has been pulling on her left ear and has been acting very fussy over the last few days. Mother also noticed that she had a temperature of 101 to 103 over the last few days. She is not taking any medications for relief. Today, she is afebrile at 98.6. Also, has some very mild diarrhea as well.

She takes fluids very well and finger foods as well.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and interacts well with me. She is a bit apprehensive as can be expected. Mother has to hold her, but she is easily consoled by the mother.

VITAL SIGNS: Respirations 16. Temperature 98.6. Oxygenation 99%. Current weight 21 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema, left is worse than the right. Oropharyngeal area: Erythematous. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Remainder of exam unremarkable.

LABS: Today, include a flu test. It was negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute otitis media, left is worse than the right and acute pharyngitis. The patient will be given amoxicillin 200 mg/5 mL one teaspoon b.i.d. x 10 days, 100 mL. Mother is going to monitor symptoms, make sure she gets plenty of fluids, plenty of rest and if not improving, return to the clinic. I also told the mother that she can return to the clinic here in a few days, possibly on Monday, just for a brief visit or I can just take a look at those ears again to make sure that they are indeed improving. Plan of care reviewed with the mother and I have answered all her questions today. She returns as followup on Monday.
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
