Ms. Perry was evaluated today for face-to-face as well as symptoms of increased shortness of breath. The patient is on hospice for COPD. The patient has been tried on neb treatment. She is on oxygen. She is on inhaled corticosteroids and she is becoming more and more short of breath with any activity. She has also lost weight. She is at a high risk of fall. She is very ADL dependent and has wheezing that is present at this time.

After reviewing and examining the patient, I have decided to place the patient on prednisone 5 mg twice a day for 10 days, then 5 mg once a day. This is necessary to help the patient’s breathing and reduce symptoms of endstage COPD.

Continue with breathing treatments.

Continue with O2.

The patient’s family is in agreement. They state that the patient has done well with steroids in the past and will do well this time with short course of steroids.
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
