FACE-TO-FACE
Ms. Crawford is an elderly woman, on hospice, seen for face-to-face evaluation. She is on hospice currently for endstage COPD. She is much more ADL dependent. The patient’s bed has been moved, so her bed is being placed next to the bathroom. The patient is short of breath at all times. She has developed increased swelling of the lower extremity bilaterally, most likely related to pulmonary hypertension, endstage COPD, and cor pulmonale. The patient is weak with generalized weakness, with no lateralizing symptoms, ADL dependent, high risk of fall, continues to decline, decreased mentation related to low oxygen and symptoms of endstage COPD, continues to worsen. The patient has refuses to be on O2. She continues to smoke which is a high risk for both setting the place on fire and her worsening symptoms. Nevertheless, she has been reluctant to stop smoking. Overall, prognosis is poor, remains hospice appropriate.
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
