HISTORY & PHYSICAL

CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 69-year-old female with history of heart murmur.

HPI: The patient is known to have history of heart murmur. She denies any symptoms of chest pain, shortness of breath or palpitation. She has long-standing history of murmur.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. COVID-19.

2. Vertigo.

3. Osteoporosis.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. C-section x2.

2. Appendectomy.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN/AMOXICILLIN results in rash and hair dye results in burning and rash.

MEDICATIONS: Vitamin D.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother and maternal grandmother with coronary artery disease and CVA. Mother died with breast cancer, sister had cancer, paternal grandmother had diabetes and father died with lung cancer.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She notes occasional alcohol but no cigarette smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 138/71, pulse 64.

Cardiovascular: Regular rate and rhythm with grade 2/6 systolic murmur involving the aortic valve/region.

The ECG sinus rhythm 67 bpm. No significant ST or T-wave changes noted. Echocardiogram revealed mild AI. There is normal left ventricular systolic function. No segmental wall motion abnormality is noted. Echocardiogram otherwise unremarkable.
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IMPRESSION:
1. Insignificant valvular lesions.

2. Mild AI.
3. Sclerosis of the aortic valve.

PLAN: Repeat echocardiogram in one to two years. No additional interventions at this time.
