History of Accident/Illness and Treatment: Thomas Miceli is a 47-year-old male who reports he injured his left hand at work on 02/15/21. On that occasion, he sustained a razor blade laceration across his left palm while repairing a vehicle. He was seen at Cape Regional Emergency Room afterwards. He had further evaluation leading to a diagnosis of tears of tendon, artery and muscle. He underwent three different surgical procedures between 2021 and 2022. He believes his diagnosis now is “permanent mobility loss.” He completed his course of active treatment in June 2022.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION

UPPER EXTREMITIES: Inspection revealed on his left palm there was thickened soft tissue. He had a rough texture to the hands bilaterally. Pinprick sensation was diminished along the ulnar aspect of the long finger, but was otherwise intact. Along his radial side, there was hypersensitivity. In terms of finger range of motion, the left index DIP flexion was to 70 degrees, but was otherwise full. The left long finger DIP motion was 80 degrees of flexion, but was otherwise full. He did demonstrate decreased active flexion and extension here. Passive left ring finger DIP flexion was to 85 degrees. Composite flexion for the index finger is one-eighth of an inch off the palm and for long and small fingers 0.5 inch off the palm. His manual muscle testing was 4+ using the left long finger. Left hand grasp was 5​/5. Strength was otherwise 5/5.

HANDS/WRISTS/ELBOWS: Normal macro
IMPRESSIONS and ANALYSES: Based upon the history, record review, and current examination, I have arrived at the following professional opinions with a reasonable degree of medical probability.

On 02/15/21, Thomas Miceli sustained a laceration injury to his left hand. He went to the emergency room afterwards. He then followed up with a hand specialist named Dr. Marczyk. A series of surgical procedures were performed. INSERT their summaries from 02/19/21, 04/02/21 and 02/22/22. He then followed up postoperatively with occupational therapy. His last visit with Dr. Marczyk was on 04/27/22 when he was discharged at maximum medical improvement.

On 04/11/22, he reported to the therapist that slammed his finger in a door and it was in pain. On 04/13/22, he explained his finger was feeling better and he did not have pain anymore from slamming the door.

The current examination found there to be mildly decreased range of motion about the left long finger particularly actively. He had a rough texture to the hands bilaterally and a thickened palmer soft tissue on the left. He had decreased sensation of the left long fingers ulnar aspect. On its radial aspect, he had hypersensitivity to pinprick testing.

There is 7.5% permanent partial disability referable to the statutory left hand.
