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1. DM, this is a 14-year-old young man who comes in complaining of racing heart for three days. The history indicates that this happened after the patient started increasing his BuSpar to twice a day per psychiatrist. Urinalysis and EKGs were within normal limits. The patient was put back to one a day, he is feeling better already and he liked Dr. Wagner.
2. AZ, 13-year-old with stitch removal of the left index finger laceration and back pain. Dr. Wagner diagnosed him with scoliosis and the sutures were removed without any problems. He was referred to orthopedic. Father stated they were happy with care received.
3. TS, 64-year-old with possible foreign body stuck in the throat. CT and chest x-ray were within normal limits. The patient was diagnosed with “esophageal abrasion,” I guess the same as esophagitis, but was not treating with any medication. I was unable to get hold of the patient to see if he is still having the same symptoms.
4. KC, is a 77-year-old woman complaining of COVID exposure. No symptoms. COVID test was negative. No treatment given. She was happy with the care received.
5. BD, 44-year-old with a gunshot wound to the right index finger. The patient left to go to Ben Taub where he has a friend who is a surgeon and to get the gunshot wound taken care of. It was dressed at the time of release from the emergency room by the nurses. The patient did not answer the phone.
6. HM, 14-month-old baby with furniture falling on his forehead, was diagnosed with contusions. No x-rays or CT was done. Child was doing fine now. They were happy with Dr. Wagner.
7. JH, is a 29-year-old with right eye swelling, diagnosed with blepharitis, given Norco, Bactrim, and prednisone in the emergency room and Medrol, Bactrim and tramadol at home. She is doing much better.
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8. HK, 3-year-old seen with a 101 temperature, diagnosed with UTI. The swab tests were negative. Treated with azithromycin. Once again, azithromycin is not the drug of choice for urinary tract infection. Please consider cephalosporin for urinary tract infection in a 3-year-old or a sulfa drug.
9. JT, is a 53-year-old male complaining of chronic low back pain, was given 10 mg Norco in the emergency room, was sent home. No other medications were given.
NOTE: Dr. Wagner exclusively uses Norco 5/325 mg three tablets in the emergency room for any type of pain and he continues to give that in the emergency room that has not changed any, but he is not writing as much narcotics on outpatient basis as pharmacists are not filling it.
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
