The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: The patient today was less anxious and cooperative. Described she is not talking anything about bugs in the house or may be any problem with the medication. She described she is doing all right. She denies any problem with the sleep or appetite. Denies any symptoms of hallucination or delusion. She described things are going fair; however, she believes that Aricept causing hallucination and she is taking every other day. I further discussed that before I make any changes, I would like to see if she can discontinue for a week and she reports to me next time how she has been feeling then I will decide to which she agreed. She does not want any refill of the prescription except she is running of the Seroquel 75 mg at bedtime. She was alert and oriented x3. Her mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. She denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any auditory or visual hallucination or persecutory feeling. Her attention span was fair. Memory was intact. Judgment and insight was improving. The patient has been showing improvement in her overall functioning. I further discussed that she should communicate with her daughters off and on and that may help her to resolve her loneliness and also participate in the program in the home to which she agreed. She also wants me to see every two weeks. A followup appointment was given in two weeks.
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
