Mrs. Sharp is a 74-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding her multinodular goiter. She also has a history of hyperlipidemia, COPD, kidney stones, vertigo and osteopenia. The patient reports symptoms of dry skin and fatigue and some thinning hair. She denies any compressive symptoms at the thyroid. She reports that she previously was followed by Dr. Lake, endocrinologist. She had a thyroid ultrasound in 2018 indicating a dominant nodule on the right measuring 1.2 cm and a dominant nodule on the left measuring 0.6 cm. Her TSH is 2.02, free T4 is 1.2 and free T3 is 3.2.

Plan:
1. For her multinodular goiter, due to the growth of her thyroid nodules from 2018 to 2022, her most recent thyroid ultrasound was done in 2022 indicating a dominant nodule on the right measuring 1.5 x 1.0 x 1.3 cm and a dominant nodule on the left measuring 1.1 x 0.8 x 0.8 cm. At this point, my recommendation is to get an FNA biopsy of these nodules and review the results with the patient during her followup visit.

2. I will also recheck her thyroid function studies including a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level.

3. Her next thyroid ultrasound will be due in September 2023.

4. I believe her next bone density will be due in April 2023. Followup with primary care provider.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in her management.
