She also has a history of hypertension, obesity, depression, asthma and GERD. For her prediabetes, the patient is on metformin 500 mg once daily. The patient has been doing intermittent fasting and she is trying to eat healthy and she lost about total of 20 pounds. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia. She denies any episodes of hypo or hyperglycemia. She denies any neuropathy, nephropathy or retinopathy.

Plan:
1. For her prediabetes, at this point, I am going to recommend starting metformin extended release 500 mg once daily. I have sent in a prescription for this to CVS Pharmacy today.

2. I will also check a baseline hemoglobin A1c and a fasting comprehensive metabolic panel.

3. For her hyperlipidemia, this is familial hypercholesterolemia. She has failed all statins and therefore, we will plan on prescribing the Repatha. The dose is 140 mg under the skin every other week.

4. For general medical exam, we will check a current thyroid function panel as well.
