Mrs. Morales is a 70-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding a multinodular goiter. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, Bell’s palsy, depression, GERD, allergic rhinitis, goiter and aortic valve stenosis. The patient reports symptoms of dry skin, fatigue, hair loss that is thinning and some difficulty swallowing. She had a thyroid ultrasound done on 11/23/2022 indicating a dominant nodule on the right measuring 1.5 x 1.3 x 1.3 cm.

Plan:
1. For her multinodular goiter, the patient has a dominant nodule on the right measuring 1.5 x 1.3 x 1.3 cm. This was noted on the thyroid ultrasound done on 11/23/2022. We will plan on ordering a followup thyroid ultrasound in May 2023. I will give her an order for this during her followup visit.

2. To establish the function of her thyroid, we are going to check thyroid function studies including a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level. I will also check for autoimmune thyroid disease checking a TPO antibody level and a thyroid stimulating immunoglobulin level.

3. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For her hyperlipidemia, she is on pravastatin 40 mg daily.

5. For her GERD, she is on pantoprazole 20 mg daily.
