Mr. Comstock is an 80-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his hypothyroidism management. The patient reports that he was diagnosed with hyperthyroidism several years ago and this ended up turning into hypothyroidism. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, GERD, IBS and kidney stones. He also has a history of Barrett’s esophagitis and neuropathy as well as degenerative joint disease. The patient states that he has a folic acid deficiency and anxiety. The patient has lost about 20 pounds since December 2022. He reports some compressive symptoms at the thyroid. He reports palpitations, some thinning hair and difficulty swallowing. The patient states that he has a history of colon cancer.

Plan:
1. For his hypothyroidism, at this point, my recommendation is to continue the levothyroxine 88 mcg daily and check a current thyroid function panel and get a baseline of his thyroid function studies. I will also include a TPO and thyroglobulin antibody level to assess for autoimmune thyroid disease.

2. I will also order a thyroid ultrasound to delineate his goiter and assess for any thyroid nodules.

3. For his unintentional weight loss, the patient states that he has a history of colon cancer and at this point, my recommendation is to get a CT scan of this abdomen with and without contrast due to the right upper quadrant pain in the setting of a 20-pound weight loss that has been unintentional over the last month.
