CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after work related injury and the patient has undergone physical therapy with minimal relief upon compression. However, after five to six hours the patient started having pain and the pain level is same as before and the patient also stated that he is not able to do his activities of daily living and his wife and family is helping him.
The pain in the right wrist and right thumb is 7-8 on the scale of 0-10.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: The patient denied dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, acid reflux, change in the bowel habits or stool color, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

Work History: The patient is not able to return to work due to right wrist injury and the patient stated that he has to be completely back to normal before starting the work as there are no light duties.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
LOWER EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Right wrist examination reveals tenderness of the right wrist joint along with right thumb extensor tendon and there is all tender upon palpation and right handgrip is painful.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
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
