CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for work related injury and he stated that pain is same without any relief and he has difficulty doing activities of daily living, which include bathing, eating, carrying right objects like laundry bag or grocery bag.
The patient was also seen by orthopedic physician and he has a followup appointment.

The patient is going to physical therapy on regular basis and he feels better for few hours after the physical therapy but after that pain recurs.

Currently, the patient is taking meloxicam 15 mg once a day with food and the patient does not have any heartburn.

The patient is using left wrist brace at home for few hours a day.
REVIEW OF SYSTEM: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Prior to injury the patient was unremarkable and did not have any musculoskeletal discomfort.

OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Examination of the right wrist reveals tenderness of the wrist joint and range of movement in all directions are reduced due to pain. The patient also has tenderness of the right thumb extensor tendon along with tenderness of the wrist joint. Right handgrip is weaker than the left due to pain.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and today Norco 5/325 mg will be started to be taken once in the evening hours as needed.
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
