SOILEAU, CAROLYN
This is an 80-year-old woman who was recently admitted at Kingwood Emergency Hospital with stroke. The patient was having trouble breathing. Subsequently, she was placed on a ventilator. She also had a positive COVID. She had respiratory arrest and was on the ventilator for three weeks. Subsequently, she was discharged home, but quite weak with severe weight loss, bedbound, stage III sacral decubitus ulcer, and decreased appetite with protein-calorie malnutrition. Her other comorbidities include amiodarone for cardiac arrhythmia, Claritin, Eliquis, and Synthroid. The patient is ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, was also diagnosed with pneumococcal pneumonia and influenza vaccinations are up-to-date. She also as as I mentioned has history of decubitus ulcer with hypertension and renal failure. The patient currently has been admitted to hospice with diagnosis of failure to thrive, COVID pneumonia, respiratory failure, KPS score of 40% and grave prognosis. The patient does have pain issues, which require pain medication around the clock. She will be kept comfortable and a nurse will educate the family regarding hospice care and dying at home.
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
