HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 10-year-old little girl here with complaints of left eye swelling and red. She has been itching her eye that has been started early this morning. She did not go to school because of this as well. Also, she woke with her left eyelid matted shut, beginning redness on the right eye as well.

No other symptoms verbalized to me today. There are no symptoms of fever or body aches. Normal voiding and bowel movements have been consistent. There is no activity intolerance. There is no chest pain or shortness of breath or cough.

The patient is not taking any medications for relief of her symptoms of left eye irritation.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: This patient has no known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 106/66. Pulse 87. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.8. Oxygenation 99% on room air. Current weight 63 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Left eye irritation is readily visible just at even a glance over to her facial features. Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Both eyes conjunctival erythema, more so on the left side, also watery. Ears: No tympanic membrane erythema. Canals are grossly clear bilaterally. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Normal respiratory effort is observed.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs. Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute bacterial conjunctivitis. The patient will be given tobramycin ophthalmic 0.3% one drop to each eye q.4h. for two days. The patient will stop rubbing her eyes, good handwashing technique has been reviewed with her as well and good hand hygiene. I have reviewed this with the mother as well.

2. The patient will use the medication as prescribed and return to clinic or call if not improving.
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
