CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. Followup of ADHD.

2. Depression.

3. Anxiety.

4. Leg pain.

5. History of carotid stenosis.

6. Arm pain.

7. Followup of cyst on the side of his abdomen that he is concerned about.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 48-year-old gentleman, married seven years, has three grown kids. He got a job making $30 an hour as a maintenance worker for a lumber company, but he was unable to continue the job because of depression and anxiety and ADHD. He was started on Strattera and Zoloft and he is doing quite well now with the current dose of medication.

He has had no fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure, or convulsion. His last LDL was at 107. His chemistry was within normal limits; protein 5.7, PSA 0.67, TSH within normal limits at 2.6, and vitamin D is 15 which he requires more vitamin D and we will discuss this today.

Medications reviewed. The patient is not suicidal.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Gastroesophageal reflux, anxiety, depression, and arthritis.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy.
MEDICATIONS: Recently, he was started on Zoloft 50 mg and Strattera 40 mg once a day.
ALLERGIES: CODEINE.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Three kids, maintenance worker making good money, married seven years. No smoking and no drinking.
FAMILY HISTORY: Diabetes.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 139 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 97.3. Respirations 16. Pulse 75. Blood pressure 112/77.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.
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NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. As far as his carotid stenosis is concerned, there is no significant change from two years ago.

2. As far as the left flank cyst is concerned, there is a 2 cm cyst in the left flank, no significant change from previously.

3. Palpitation. No change in his EKG.

4. Thyroid looks normal.

5. Abdominal ultrasound looks normal along with gallbladder, kidney and spleen.

6. Leg pain and arm pain. No sign of PVD or DVT noted. This is related to his new job.

7. Depression, improved.

8. ADHD, improved.

9. Lab work is up-to-date.

10. He will come back and see us in the next month for followup.
