HPI: A 94-year-old who was snugging in bed before 7 o’clock. He did awaken and answered questions. He had his blinds fully opened and his window looks out onto a road. Asked if he wanted the blinds drawn, he said no, leave everything the way it is. The patient has a history of DM-II and currently not taking medications for this. He had an A1c on 09/06/22 at 6.3 and wants a followup lab. So, we will order that. The patient is quiet, keeps to himself, comes out for meals and his personal hygiene has improved. He does allow staff to assist him with shower and changing cloths.
DIAGNOSES: Dementia unspecified without BPSD, HTN, anxiety disorder, MDD, and history of hyperglycemia.

MEDICATIONS: Losartan 50 mg q.d. and Zoloft 100 mg q.d.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well developed and well nourished male who was in bed, but cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 162/86, pulse 70, temperature 98.2, respirations 16, and weight 208 pounds.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates with his walker, fairly steady and upright moving limbs in a normal range of motion.

NEURO: Orientation x2, occasionally x3 as he can reference for date and time. He is generally quiet when he speaks. Today, it was in context and words were clear. He made his needs known, but was cooperative.

SKIN: Warm and dry, he does have a few scattered bruises.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. History of hyperglycemia. A1c is ordered and pending the results may not need further testing and we will explain that to him.

2. General care. Again personal hygiene appears improved. He is generally quiet and keeps to himself, but can voice his needs. 
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
