HPI: A 91-year-old seen for a few scattered scaling areas on face, neck and upper chest. TCM cream prescribed and has been helpful. She requested to keep it at bedside to self administer. I stopped by to let her know that I have written the order for her request and then she wanted me to come in and take a look at her skin and then she tells me that she realizes that her vision is not as good as it needs to be and so wants staff to apply it because she cannot see that well. Exam of her face: for her age, her skin looks quite good. There is one small area under her chin that is palpable, but it is not dry or flaky as it was previously. The other lesions have been treated. There is just some small scattered vessel rupture here and there, but the skin is intact. Reassured her that her skin looks good and that we will continue TCM cream for the small eczematous lesions that had previously bothered her and that she would pick at. So at this point in time, continue with staff application of TCM cream a.m. and h.s. until resolved and then p.r.n. The patient is in agreement.
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
