CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of neck pain, left hand pain, and left thumb deformity.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife complaining of pain in the neck, which is on and off and usually starts in the afternoon hours and last for couple of hours and the pain level is 5 or 6 and there is no radiation of pain to the hands.
The patient has pain in the right hand especially in the metacarpal joints and the most pain is on the thumb carpometacarpal joint. Also, there is a deformity of the thumb joint and right hand is not painful.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or leg swelling or calf swelling. The patient also denied focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the soft tissues of the cervical spine bilaterally without any deformity. The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
