CHIEF COMPLAINT: This is a tele-visit and the patient is complaining of burning urination.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has burning urination noticed yesterday and also she had chills last night, but this morning the patient is feeling better and she has urinary incontinence and uses diapers 24x7 and the patient has not seen any blood in the urine. The patient had a history of chronic UTI.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, fever, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
Medications are reviewed and the patient is on diltiazem 180 mg XR once a day, glipizide 5 mg everyday and blood sugar more than 150 mg/dL in fasting state. The patient is also on mealtime Humalog insulin 5 units if blood sugar is more than 150. The patient is also on Tradjenta 5 mg once a day and metoprolol 50 mg twice a day.
OBJECTIVE:
This is audio tele-visit.

ASSESSMENT:
Dysuria.

History of chronic urinary tract infection.

PLAN: Is to go to the nearest emergency room as soon as possible and I had a long discussion with the patient and all her questions are answered to her satisfaction and she verbalized full understanding.

The patient is also advised to check the blood sugar at each mealtime and take Humalog insulin as instructed.
