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1. MW, 4-year-old seen with runny nose, cough, and symptoms of “pink eye”, diagnosed with viral conjunctivitis sent home with Bromfed. Mother is upset because the child’s eye is worse today and would like to have some eyedrops. Please, Please, please consider giving eyedrops in any type of conjunctivitis even if you believe it is viral in the hands of the best examiner with cultures you are only 50% right. Please give antibiotics for conjunctivitis.

2. BR, 67-year-old woman with pain in the upper left side blood pressure on initial evaluation 181/87. Cardiac workup, CBC, CMP, D-Dimer, BNP negative except for D-Dimer was 476. CPK negative. Dr. Klem was called. CPK x 2 was negative. Swab test was negative. Dr. Klem was called. He ordered a CT angiogram. No pulmonary embolus was found. Chest x-ray and CT scan showed mild CHF. The patient was transferred to TEH under Dr. Klem.

3. AB, 15-year-old seen with knee pain. X-ray is negative. Sent home with brace and Motrin doing well today.

4. JC, 9-year-old with sore throat. Swab test negative. Send home with Bromfed. It is interesting is that her brother 7-year-old had a positive Amoxil with same symptoms. Please consider treating both family and siblings with Amoxil presuming that they both have strep since one has strep and the test has not become positive or it is a false negative. Mother was concerned about that.

5. JH, the 7-year-old with sore throat. Strep was positive treated with Amoxil. This is the sibling of the last patient.

6. JD, 46-year-old with lightheadedness, nausea, and left arm pain. Cardiac workup negative. EKG negative. Urinalysis showed UTI placed on Macrodantin. History of anxiety disorder Left message for the patient to call me back. Cardiology was not called because the patient did not have any chest pain apparently.

7. AH, 21-year-old with STD and penile drainage treated with Rocephin and doxycycline. Dr. Ali did a “good job”. The nurse was just too rough. “I hate her that broad”
8. LM, 30-year-old with abdominal pain and vaginal bleeding. The patient is pregnant with severe bleeding. H&H initially 9 and 30. Checked H&H in two hours 6 and 20. White count 16,000. Cardiac workup negative. INR within normal limits. The patient is sent to Women’s Hospital where she underwent UA this morning and is on her way home. She also received two units of packed RBCs and plasma. She is feeling much better today. She was happy with the care received in Deerbrook.

9. CB, this 62-year-old with shortness of breath. The patient was found to be quite frail. Nurse was not able to start IV. Chest x-ray was negative. Swab test positive for strep. The patient was given Z-PAK and did not want central line for IV fluids and the patient and family wanted to go VA in case she got worse. No one answered the phone when I called.
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
