HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 25-year-old healthy Hispanic man, was putting contacts in yesterday, scratched his left eye, has been in pain since then. Tetanus due.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Occasional ETOH. No smoking. He is single.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert and awake, 25-year-old man in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 253 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 16. Pulse 77. Blood pressure 138/81.

HEENT: Tearing left eye noted.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

First thing I did was, I anesthetized the eye and then I used the fluorescein stain to look at the eye. There is definitely a corneal abrasion at 10 o’clock. Subsequently, the eye was patched after erythromycin ophthalmic ointment was applied. The patient will take the patch off tomorrow, call me tomorrow if there is any blurred vision or any other changes or issues, we will have the patient see the ophthalmologist. Otherwise, no contacts for the next five days. Tetanus given now and tobramycin ophthalmic solution 0.3% 5 cc two drops in each eye four times a day for five days. Again, no contact lens.
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
