CHIEF COMPLAINT: Right-sided abdominal pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 44-year-old woman who comes in with abdominal pain since Sunday. She has had some diarrhea. No vomiting. She is known to have a small gallstone in her gallbladder last year. She did *__________* and felt like her gallbladder was acting up, but the pain has gotten worse and stayed in bed, not associated with back pain. The patient also has chronic cough that has been going on since two months and has not improved any despite being on antibiotics. She had a negative chest x-ray initially.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: GERD, seasonal allergies.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Complete hysterectomy, sinus surgery, ear surgery.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

MEDICATIONS: None.

COVID IMMUNIZATION: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She does smoke. Occasional drinking. She has not had a period for years; she had a hysterectomy.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 144 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 97.8. Respirations 16. Pulse 96. Blood pressure 115/67.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft. There is tenderness noted over the right side. Both McBurney and Murphy signs are positive.

Urinalysis shows blood in the urine.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Abdominal pain.

2. Hematuria.

3. Chronic cough.

4. History of gallstones.

5. We did a bedside ultrasound today. She does have what looks like a 3 x 3 cm renal mass, most likely cystic, on the right side.

6. Given above-mentioned findings, I am going to send the patient to the emergency room now for CT of the abdomen and include CT of the chest because of the cough and blood work to further evaluate this pain. The patient was given a note to go to the emergency room and given direction as to how to get there.
