CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient for followup with multiple complaints, for refill of hypertensive medication, wanting refill on cream for his right groin and also his left teeth pain for the past several days with history of tooth abscess and also painful right foot with weightbearing for the past week.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, asthma, migraines, depression, and anxiety.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He has had back surgery and shoulder surgery. He had a heart cath in 2020 with negative findings (did not need to be done).
SOCIAL HISTORY: He smokes one pack per day.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Tenderness to left supraalveolar area with decayed tooth. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Skin: Inflammation right inguinal area adjacent to scrotum without abscess or open lesion identified. Extremities: Plantar wart evident to left posterior arch of foot with slight swelling and marked tenderness.

IMPRESSION: Followup hypertension, abscess tooth, tinea cruris, plantar wart.

PLAN: The patient is to have labs done. Referral to podiatrist. Needs to see a dentist for his abscessed tooth. Follow up in three months with refill of medications including prescription for amoxicillin, Lotrisone, and refill of irbesartan/hydrochlorothiazide.
