The patient returns with recurrence of chronic cough with clearing for about a week, now with complaints of chronic cough with lethargy.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: See chart and list of medications.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient in mild distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. O2 saturation 99%. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi without definite wheezing. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with bronchitis without evidence of flu or strep.
PLAN: The patient was given Rocephin and dexamethasone again at his request. He is also given prescriptions for repeat Z-PAK and also prescription for Levaquin and to take Advair 250/50 mcg inhalation twice a day. Given breathing treatment in the office with albuterol without benefit. The patient is to follow up as needed. Chest x-ray declined. To return in a few days if not doing better.
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
